PRINCIPAL’S REPORT 

 

 

New look Sports Room 

Work began last weekend 

repairing and flood proofing our 

new look sports room. Our plan 

involves painting the floor and 

the first metre up the sides of 

the walls with an epoxy resin. 

This will help to prevent water 

from getting in and, if it does in future floods, then 

it will be a quicker clean up time. The rest of the 

walls and the ceiling are getting new coats of 

paint. As well as the old light fittings being 

replaced with vandal proof lighting which will 

help if there is ever a misplaced ball that hits one. 

Once this work is completed we have ordered in 

metal shelving to be installed to replace the old 

timber shelving that was damaged beyond 

repair. Finally, milk crates have been purchased 

to store our sports equipment in, with the reason 

that all our equipment can be moved up stairs 

during future flood preparation. Finally we are still 

waiting on approval for the insurance claim on 

the damaged sports equipment that was ruined 

in the flood. Once this claim has been processed 

we will then be restocking our sport room and 

filling all the lovely new shelves and milk crates 

again.  

 
More flood recovery information  

Last week we had the pump that services the 

students’ toilets raised another 75cm higher. This 

may not seem like a big deal but one of the big 

deciding factors during flood recovery at Cattai 

PS is having flushing toilets. With the previous 

pump completely submerged and damaged 

beyond repair during the last flood, we thought it 

smart to increase the height to reduce the 

amount of days students would need off school 

in the event of a future flood once the water has 

subsided.
